Jews and Christians. To achieve this aim. an eclectic
model is developed. On the basis of the results of data
analysis. certain significant conclusions have been
arrived at: Prophet Mohammad (PBUH) was successful
in the implementation of the pragma-dialectic strategies
of maneuvering to develop his arguments in a way that
was in line with his audience or arguers’ demands and
this confirms the first hypothesis of the study. Besides. his
use of the pragma-dialectic maneuvers thatare adapted to
the audience’s demands is highly persuasive and effective
through the utilization of certain maneuvers such as
explicit conclusions. gain-appeal framings and complete
arguments. This also verifies the second hypothesis. The
most common strategies used by the prophet are seeking
agreement. quote from other’s arguments and explicit
conclusions. and this fulfills the third hypothesis of the
study.
